Press and hold the SETTING key on the control panel and simultaneously press the BO
keyboard key to start the recording (Rec1). Press and hold the SETTING key on the control
panel and simultaneously press the BO keyboard key again, to end the exposure. Press and
hold the SETTING key on the control panel and simultaneously press the keyboard key C1
(Play1) to start the recording you have made. Press and hold the SETTING key on the
control panel and the C1 key again to stop playback.

When the instrument is turned off, the recording memories are erased.

Rhythm Group

The instrument offers a large number of different rhythms. For this reason, the keyboard
area for rhythm selection has multiple assignments. Press and hold the SETTING key on the
control panel and use the keyboard range C5-F5 (1,2,3,4) to select one of the four groups
assigned with rhythms.

When chord recognition is activated, you can specify the chord for the corresponding chord
accompaniment by means of any single key in the chord recognition range AO-F#3. Here,
the pressed key sets the root of the accompaniment chord in major. The nearest left black
key can be pressed to change the chord gender to minor. Press the nearest left white key for
a dominant seventh chord.

Advanced players can also specify the chord using three or four keys. The Piano recognizes
major, minor and seventh chords.

To disable chord detection, press and hold the SETTING button on the control panel while
pressing the keyboard key C7.

Function of the TRA key (TRANSPOSE)

Transpose

The keyboard can be transposed up or down by six semitones. To do this, press and hold
the TRANSPOSE button on the control panel and press a key in the keyboard range F5-F6.
To restore the standard C tuning, press and hold the TRANSPOSE key on the control panel
and press the keyboard key B5.
