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Product information: 
NetCore is a versatile multicore system that can distribute up to four separate signals.   
Distribution is via a CAT line to transmit audio, intercom or DMX signals. The type of signal is 
irrelevant. It is important to note that it is always a direct 1:1 connection via a Cat line (there must be 
no active devices such as a network switch or similar devices in the signal chain). 

As a universal cabling system with simple handling, the different models of the NetCore series can 
help you with a variety of problems. Whether you use them in a permanent installation or for a mobile 
solution at concerts or trade fairs - the NetCore series is tailored to your individual needs!  

Another advantage is the lightweight, yet very robust construction of the NetCore products, which, 
thanks to their practical mounting options, ensure safe use, even in difficult places with complicated 
and branched signal and DMX applications.  

All NetCore products are compatible with each other and can be interconnected according to their 
needs. 

The respective XLR signals are routed via the four wire pairs in a network cable. The signals are 
transmitted separately but under common shielding. The signal transmission is completely latency-
free.  

 

The use of conventional network cables via RJ45 or Ethercon not only makes the NetCores an 
inexpensive consideration, but also makes it possible to reach places that could not be reached 
before. They also work in existing network connections in buildings, enabling signal transmission in 
previously unthinkable cable paths, for example across several corridors, floors or fire compartments. 

NetCore works with all CAT standards from CAT5 to CAT7 as long as shielding is included. Due to the 
low cable thickness, the cables can be laid without soldering, for example under carpets, doors and in 
wall joints.  

CONNECTIONS 

Signal connections: 

The signal connections are all 3-pin XLR connectors. Depending on the model, they are XLR-female, 
XLR-male or, in the case of the parallel boxes, a combination of both. Here you feed in the signal 
(XLR-female) or pass it on (XLR-male).  
 

INPUT: 

At the INPUT (RJ-45) plug in the network cable coming from your feed point 
 

THRU:  
The THRU socket (RJ-45) carries the signal in parallel to the INPUT socket. This allows you to forward 
the INPUT signals to other NetCore boxes. If there is no signal at the INPUT socket, use the THRU 
socket as an output socket.  
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Ground/Lift switch:  

You can prevent ground loops with the ground lift switch. If you operate the rack box together with 
other units in a 19" rack, the switch should be in the "Ground" position. If you notice hum in the audio 
system, move the switch to "Lift". This may solve the problem of different earthing potentials and may 
eliminate the hum.   

Areas of application: 
Whether analogue signals or digital signals such as MIDI or AES/EBU, NetCore can be used equally 
for these signals; the maximum cable length depends on the sampling rate and the quality of the cable 
used. Phantom powering is possible when using shielded cables. It is important to avoid combining 
different signals within one system, as plugging errors could occur. Technically, however, it would be 
possible.  
 

Because there is no defined signal direction, no directional misrouting is possible.  
You can also connect the NetCore products in series to create genderchangers and passive splits or 
Y-adapters. 

With the many possible applications, however, it is indispensable to think about the signal flow. 
Because the signal connections are parallel in both directions, the connected devices can be 
damaged if the signal direction is confused.
